FROM YOUR PASTOR 
 
 The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity occurred last week and I 
failed to mention anything about it last Sunday.  While we included prayers 
for the unity of all Christians during our weekday Masses, we did not this 
past weekend.  Years ago, pastors would have been reminded of this week 
through a notification from the Archdiocese.  If they were part of a 
Ministerial Association, they surely would have engaged in some ecumenical 
activity with other churches during this week.  When I was the Ecumenical

the Evangelical Lutheran Church of America and would always come 
together for common prayer during this week.  I was aware of multiple 
Ministerial Associations that would pray and study together during this 
Octave of Prayer for Christian Unity.  The Catholic-Lutheran dialogue in the 
Detroit area has died.  Ministerial Associations are not as strong.  Little is 
reported on the level of the Archdiocese or the Vatican about Ecumenical 
Affairs.  What has happened to the Ecumenical Movement, so vibrant in past 
years? 
 There are many reasons for this, including a lack of leadership, fewer  
dialogues between theologians of various Christian bodies, fewer ministers 
in all denominations who have little time to pursue interests outside of their 
own churches, and greater indifference to the movement by more recently 
appointed pastors in the various denominations.  It is sad to see a movement 
that was so vitally alive for almost four decades finding itself on life support 
in this decade.  My failure to even mention the Octave of Prayer for Christian 
Unity last week is symptomatic of this waning Ecumenical Movement.   
 It will be interesting to see how our Roman Catholic Church 
approaches other ecclesial denominations in the future.  Yet, what we all 
must keep in mind is the prayer of Jesus at the Last Supper that his disciples

Question and Answer 
 

How does the church interpret the Bible? Is there just one 
way to understand its meaning? How can we be sure? 
 

There are many factors that need to be taken into account to 
understand the meaning of the Bible. Language, culture, 
history, sociology, literary forms, the author's understanding 

of faith, the theological view of his day, and other such factors 
influence what and how an author wrote. Like any other literature, the 
Bible can be scrutinized and understood using modern scientific tools 
and methods. One result of this has been increased cooperation 
among Catholic, Protestant, and Jewish scholars and a movement 
towards a universal English translation. 
 

There are those who oversimplify the interpretation of the Bible, 
treating it as though it had been written originally in English, and 
taking the view that it simply means what it says. This approach fails to 
consider the human element and actually imposes a meaning on the 
text by not examining the intention and language of the author. A 
faithful interpretation requires a multifaceted approach. Pope John 
Paul II wrote, "One should not underestimate the danger inherent in 
seeking to derive the truth of Sacred Scripture from the use of one 
method alone, ignoring the need for a more comprehensive exegesis 
which enables the exegete, together with the whole Church, to arrive 
at the full sense of the texts" (Fides et Ratio, #55). The best thing you 
can do is attend a Bible study or class and learn more about our most 
important source of faith.
